To be eligible for free school meals you need to be in receipt of one of the following benefits: 
 

Income Support  
Income-based Jobseekers Allowance 
Income-related Employment and Support Allowance  
Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 
The guaranteed element of State Pension Credit 
Child Tax Credit only, provided your annual household income (as assessed by HM Revenue 
& Customs) does not exceed £16,190. Anyone entitled to Working Tax Credit is not entitled to 
free meals regardless of income 
Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit 
Universal Credit (providing your household income does not exceed £7,400 per year 
excluding benefits)
